Here’s how 1t worked 1n 1980:
* Twelve teams were divided into two divisions.
* Each team played five games and received two points for a win and one for a tie.
* The top two teams in each division advanced to the medal round.

* The two advancing teams carried their points from the outcome of their division

match against each other to the medal round.
